In little rooms, no
more than eight feet square, would be found living father, mother and several children. Not
a room would be free from vermin. The little yard at the back had just enough room for
dustbin and closet and water tap serving six or seven families. The water would be drawn
from water tanks which were also used for refuse and perhaps occasionally a dead cat.
